Do not change the specification of this appliance.

The appliance maximum load is 3 kg. Do not exceed the
maximum load of each programme (refer to the
“Programmes” chapter).

The operating water pressure at the water entry point from
the outlet connection must be between 0.5 bar (0.05 MPa)
and 10 bar (1.0 MPa).

The ventilation opening in the base must not be covered by
a carpet, mat, or any floor covering.

The appliance must be connected to the water mains using
the new supplied hose sets, or other new hose sets
supplied by the Authorised Service Centre.
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Old hose sets must not be reused.

If the mains power supply cable is damaged, it must be
replaced by the manufacturer, its Authorised Service Centre
or similarly qualified persons to avoid an electrical hazard.

5.1 Lifting the machine

Incorrect methods of lifting can damage the
appliance. Open the door and take hold of the
top inside of the door opening. You can also
lift the machine by gripping the rear overhang
of the top.

Never lift the machine by gripping it's
control panel, door, or detergent
dispenser.

5.2 Unpacking

1. Open the door. Remove all items from the
drum.

2. Put the packaging element on the floor
behind the appliance and carefully put it
down onto its rear side. Remove the
polystyrene protection from the bottom.
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/\ CAUTION!

Do not lay washing machine on its
front.

3. Put the appliance back into an upright
position. Remove the power supply cable

and the drain hose from the hose holders.

It is possible to see water flowing
from the drain hose. This is because
the washing machine has been
tested at the factory.

4. Remove the three transit bolts and pull
out the plastic spacers.

We recommend that you keep the
packaging and the transit bolts for
any transport of the appliance.

5. Put the plastic caps, that you find in the
user manual bag, in the holes.
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5.3 Information for installation
Positioning and levelling

Adjust the appliance correctly to prevent
vibration, noise and movement of the
appliance when it operates.

1. Install the appliance on a flat hard floor.
The appliance must be levelled and stable.
Make sure that the appliance does not touch
the wall or other units and there is air
circulation below the appliance.

2. Loosen or tighten the feet to adjust the
level. All feet must rest firmly on the floor.

/\ WARNING!

Do not put cardboard, wood or equivalent
materials below the appliance feet to
adjust the level.

The inlet hose

1. Connect the water inlet hose to the back of
the appliance.

2. Position it toward left or right depending on
the position of the water tap. Make sure that
the inlet hose is not in vertical position.



3. If necessary, loosen the ring nut to set it in
the correct position.

4. Connect the water inlet hose to the cold
water tap with 3/4" thread.

Connect the drain hose to the spigot and
tighten it with a clamp.

Position the hose directly to a built-in drain
pipe in the room wall and tighten it with a
clamp.

Without the plastic hose guide, to a sink
spigot - put the drain hose in the spigot
and tighten it with a clamp.

To a stand pipe with vent hole - insert the
drain hose directly into a drain pipe or
stand pipe.

The drain hose can be bent into U shape
and put around the plastic guide. On the
edge of a sink - fasten the guide to the
water tap or to the wall.

Make sure that the drain hose makes a
loop to prevent particles going into the
appliance from the sink.

/\ CAUTION!

Make sure there is no damage to hoses
and there are no leaks from the
couplings. Do not use an extension hose
if the inlet hose is too short. Contact the
service centre for a replacement inlet
hose.

Make sure that the plastic guide cannot
move when the appliance drains and the
drain hose end is not immersed in the
water.

5.4 Water drainage

height of not less than 60 cm and not more
than 100 cm from the floor.

1.5")
must be larger than the external diameter
of the drain hose.

You can extend the drain hose to
maximum 400 cm.

7.3 Essorage Reduction Dial

Change the spin speed by turning the
selector knob to the chosen value.

Set this option for very
delicate fabrics. The rinses phase uses
more water for some washing
programmes.

7.6 Silence Plus

All spinning phases are suppressed and the
programme ends with water in the drum. This
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helps to reduce creasing. As the programme
is very quiet, it is suitable for use at night time
when cheaper electricity tariffs are available.
In some programmes the rinses are
performed with more water. Before opening
the door it will be necessary to empty out the
water. To drain the water refer to "At the end
of the programme" paragraph in "Daily Use"
chapter .

7.7 Rapide

By selecting this option the washing time will
be reduced approx. 10 minutes. This option is
recommended for lightly soiled white-/
coloured and synthetic laundry.

7.8 Départ/Pause

This button allows you to start or to interrupt
the selected programme.

7.9 Départ Différé

The start of the programme can be delayed
by 8, 4 or 3 hours by means of this button.
The selected delay is indicated by the
illumination of the corresponding indicator.

7.10 Indicators

10.1 Loading the laundry

1. Open the appliance door.

2. Shake the items before you put them in
the appliance.

3. Put the laundry in the drum, one item at a
time.

Make sure not to put too much laundry in the

drum.

4. Close the door firmly.

/\ CAUTION!

Make sure that no laundry stays between
the seal and the door. There is a risk of
water leakage or damage to the laundry.

2. Make sure that the electrical power is
available and the water tap is open.

3. Pour small quantity of detergent straight
into the drum.

4. Set and start a programme for cotton at
the highest temperature without laundry
in the drum. This removes all possible dirt
from the drum and the tub.

/\ CAUTION!

Washing heavily oiled, greasy stains
could cause damage rubber parts of the
appliance.

10.2 Filling the detergent and
additives

1. Measure out specified detergents and the
fabric conditioner.

2. Put the detergent and the fabric
conditioner into the proper compartments.

@

Always follow the instructions that you
find on the packaging of the detergent
products, but we recommend that you do
not exceed the maximum indicated level
(MAX). This quantity will however
guarantee the best washing results.

@

When you set a programme with
prewash, put the detergent for prewash
phase directly into the drum.
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Compartment for powder or liquid detergent used for
main wash.

If using liquid detergent, pour it just before starting the
programme.

Compartment for liquid additives (fabric conditioner,
starch).

Additives must be poured into the compartment before
starting the wash programme.

10.3 Select the required programme
by means of the programme
selector dial

Turn the programme selector dial to the
required programme. The indicator of button
Départ/Pause flashes. When you activate an
option, the indicator of the set option comes
on.

If you turn the programme selector dial to
another programme when the machine is
working, the lights in the programme
progress display will start to flash to
indicate a wrong selection. The machine
will not perform the new selected
programme.

10.4 Starting the programme

1. Turn the programme dial to select the
desired washing programme. The
indicator of the Départ/Pause button
flashes.

2. To change the spin speed turn the dial,
set one or more options by touching the
related buttons.

3. To start the selected programme, press
the button Départ/Pause . The related
indicators come on to indicate that the
appliance starts operating and the door is
locked.
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10.5 Starting a programme with the
delay start

To set delay the start option press the button
Départ Différé repeatedly, to select the
desired delay. The indicator of the set delay
is on.

10.6 Interrupting a programme and
changing option

The programme can be changed as long as
the button Départ/Pause has not been
pressed.

Changing a running programme is possible
only by resetting it:

1. Turn the programme selector dial to
ARRET.

2. Select the new programme position and
set desired options.

3. Press the button Départ/Pause again.

10.7 Cancelling a programme

Turn the selector dial to ARRET position to
cancel a programme which is running. Now
you can select a new programme.

10.8 Opening the door after the
programme operates

Press the button Départ/Pause to open the
door.

After some minutes, the door can be opened,

when the following conditions are observed:

* The water temperature is below 55°C.

* The water level is below the bottom edge
of the door.

* The machine doesn’t spin.

If you cannot open the door appliance has to
be switched off by turning the selector dial to
ARRET. After few minutes the door can be
opened (pay attention to the water level
and temperature!).

10.9 Opening the door when the
delay start is active

While the delay start operates, the appliance
door is locked.

11. HINTS AND TIPS

11.1 The laundry load

» Divide the laundry in: white, coloured,
synthetics, delicates and wool.

» Obey the washing instructions that are on
the laundry care labels.

» Do not wash white and coloured items
together.

To open the appliance door

1. Press the button Départ/Pause .

2. Open the appliance door.

3. Close the door and press button Départ/
Pause .

The delay start continues.

10.10 At the end of the programme
The machine stops automatically.

The pilot light Fin de cycle illuminates to
indicate that the programme has finished.
The pilot light Hublot goes out, the door can
be opened and the laundry can be removed.

If at the end of a programme there is water in
the tub (when Cuve pleine option has been
selected), to empty out the water follow the
following instructions:

« turn the programme selector dial to
ARRET

» select the Vidange or Essorage
programme

« press button Départ/Pause

When the pilot light Hublot goes out, the door

can be opened and the laundry can be

removed.

At the end of the cycle, turn the programme
selector dial to ARRET to switch the machine
off.

Remove the laundry from the drum and
carefully check that the drum is empty. If you
do not intend to carry out another wash, close
the water tap.

Leave the door open to prevent the formation
of mildew and unpleasant smells.

» Some coloured items can discolour with
the first wash. We recommend that you
wash them separately for the first times.

« Turn multilayered fabrics, wool and items
with painted illustrations inside out.
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* Wash and pre-treat heavy soil stains with
a suitable detergent before putting in
drum.

+ Be careful with the curtains. Remove the
hooks and put the curtains in a washing
bag or pillowcase.

* Do not wash laundry without hems or with
cuts. Use a washing bag to wash small
and/or delicate items (e.g. underwired
bras, belts, tights, shoelaces, ribbons,
etc. ).

* A very small load can cause balance
problems with the spin phase leading to
excessive vibration. If this occurs:

- interrupt the programme and open the
door (refer to "Daily Use" chapter);
-manually redistribute the load so that the
items are spaced evenly around the tub;
-press the Départ/Pause button. The spin
phase continues.

» Avoid washing garments full of long
animal hair or poor quality garments
releasing lots of fluff that could block the
drain circuit and therefore requiring the
Service assistance.

« Button up pillowcases, close zippers,
hooks and poppers. Tie up belts, cords,
shoelaces, ribbons and any other loose
elements.

» Empty the pockets and unfold the items.

11.2 Stubborn stains

For some stains, water and detergent is not
sufficient.
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We recommend that you pre-treat these
stains before you put the items in the
appliance.

Special stain removers are available. Use the
special stain remover that is applicable to the
type of stain and fabric.

11.3 Detergent type and quantity.

The choice of detergent and use of correct
quantities not only affects your wash
performance, but also helps to avoid waste
and protect the environment:

« Use only detergents and other treatments
specially made for washing machines.
First, follow these generic rules:

— powder detergents for all types of
fabric, excluding delicate. Prefer
powder detergents containing bleach
for whites and laundry sanitization,

— liquid detergents, preferably for low
temperature wash programmes (60 °C
max) for all types of fabric, or special
ones for woollens only.

» The choice and quantity of detergent will
depend on: type of fabric (delicates,
woollens, cottons, etc), the colour of
clothes, size of the load, degree of soiling,
wash temperature and hardness of the
water used.

« Follow the instructions that you find on
packaging of the detergents or other
treatments without exceeding the

indicated maximum level (MAX).
« Do not mix different types of detergents.
* Use less detergent if:
— you are washing a small load,
— the laundry is lightly soiled,
— there is large amounts of foam during
washing.

* When using detergent tabs or pods,
always put them inside the drum, not in
the detergent dispenser.

Insufficient detergent may cause:

« unsatisfactory washing results,

« the wash load to turn grey,

« greasy clothes,

« mould in the appliance.

Excessive detergent may cause:
* sudsing,

« reduced washing effect,

* inadequate rinsing,



» agreater impact for the environment.

11.4 Ecological hints

To save water, energy and to help protect the
environment, we recommend that you follow
these tips:

* Normally soiled laundry may be washed
without prewash in order to save
detergent, water and time (the
environment is protected too!).

» Loading the appliance to the maximum
capacity indicated for each
programmes helps to reduce energy
and water consumption.

* With adequate pre-treatment, stains and
limited soiling can be removed; the
laundry can then be washed at a lower
temperature.

12. CARE AND CLEANING

/\ WARNING!
Refer to Safety chapters.

12.1 Periodic cleaning schedule

Periodic cleaning helps to extend the life
of your appliance.

After each cycle, keep the door and the
detergent dispenser slightly ajar to get air
circulation and dry the humidity inside the
appliance: this will prevent mildew and
odours.

If the appliance is not used for a long time:
close the water tap and unplug the appliance.

Indicative periodic cleaning schedule:

Descaling Twice a year

Maintenance wash Once a month

Clean door seal Every two months

Clean drum Every two months

« To use the correct quantity of detergent,
refer to the quantity suggested by the
detergent producer and check the water
hardness of your domestic system. Refer
to "Water hardness".

11.5 Water hardness

If the water hardness in your area is high or
moderate, we recommend that you use a
water softener for washing machines. In
areas where the water hardness is soft it is
not necessary to use a water softener.

To know the water hardness in your area,
contact your local water authority.

Use the correct quantity of the water softener.
Obey the instructions that you find on the
packaging of the product.

12.2 Removing foreign objects

@

Make sure that pockets are empty and all
loose elements are tied up before
running your cycle. Refer to "The laundry
load" in "Hints and tips".

Remove any foreign objects (such as metal
clip, buttons, coins, etc) that you may find in
the door seal, the inlet hose filter and the
drum. Refer to "Door seal with double lip
trap", "Cleaning the drum" and "Cleaning the
inlet hose and the valve filter" paragraphs. If
necessary, please contact the Authorised
Service Centre.

12.3 External cleaning

Clean the appliance with soap and warm
water only. Fully dry all the surfaces. Do not
use a scouring pads or any scratching
material.

Clean detergent dispens-
er

Every two months

Clean the inlet hose and
the valve filter

Twice a year

The following paragraphs explain how you
should clean each part.

/\ CAUTION!

Do not use alcohol, solvents or chemical
products.
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/\ CAUTION!

Do not use the metal surfaces with
chlorine-based detergent.

12.4 Descaling

If the water hardness in your area is high or
moderate, we recommend that you use a
water descaling product for washing
machines.

Regularly examine the drum to prevent
limescale and rust particles.

To remove rust particles use only special
products for washing machines. Do this
separately from the laundry wash.

®

Always obey the instructions that you find
on the packaging of the product.

12.5 Maintenance wash

With the low temperature programmes it is
possible that some detergent stays in the

drum. Perform a maintenance wash regularly.

To do this:

*  Remove all laundry from the drum.

+ Select the cotton programme with the
highest temperature with a small quantity
of detergent.

12.6 Door seal

This appliance allows light fluff fibers that fall
off the clothes to be drained out with the
water. Regularly examine the seal. Coins,
buttons, other small items can be recovered
at the end of the cycle.
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12.7 Cleaning the drum

Regularly examine the drum to prevent
unwanted deposits.

Rust deposits in the drum may occur due to
rusting foreign body in the washing or tap
water containing iron

Clean the drum with special products for
stainless steel.

@

Always follow the instructions that you
find on the packaging of the product.
Do not clean the drum with acidic
descaling products, scouring products
containing chlorine or iron or steel wool.

For a thorough clean:

1. Remove all laundry from the drum.

2. Add a small quantity of powder detergent
into the empty drum, in order to rinse out
any left residues.

3. Runa Coton @ programme with the
highest temperature.

12.8 Cleaning the dispenser drawer

To prevent possible deposits of dried
detergent or clotted fabric softener and/or
formation of mould in the detergent dispenser
drawer, once in a while carry out the following
cleaning procedure:

1. Pull the drawer firmly outwards, so that it
comes free of retaining stop.

2. Toremove the siphon press it inwards
and pull it upwards at the same time.
Flush both parts out under running warm
water to remove any traces of
accumulated detergent.



3. Put the siphon back into position by

pressing it downwards until you hear a
click.

Use a small brush to clean the recess.
Make sure that all detergent residue is
removed from the upper and lower part of
the recess.

Insert the detergent drawer into the guide
rails and close it. Run the rinsing
programme without any clothes in the
drum.

12.9 Cleaning the inlet hose and the
valve filter

It is recommended to clean both the filters of
the inlet hose and valve occasionally to
remove any deposit, collected over the time:

1.

Remove the inlet hose from the tap and
clean the filter.

2,

Remove the inlet hose from the appliance
by loosening the ring nut.

Clean the valve filter on the back of the
appliance with a toothbrush.

4,

When you reconnect the hose to the back
of the appliance, turn it left or right (not in
vertical position) depending on the
position of your water tap.
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12.10 The dangers of freezing

If the appliance is installed in an area where
the temperature can reach values around 0°
C or drop below, remove the remaining water
from the inlet hose and the drain pump.

» Close the water tap and unscrew the inlet
hose from it.

13. TROUBLESHOOTING

« Select a wash programme, start the
machine and let the programme run for a
short time.

* Interrupt the programme by turning the
programme selector to ARRET position.

« Put the end of the inlet hose in a container
and let the water flow out of the hose.

« Select the programme "Drain" and let it
run until it is finished.

« Turn the programme selector to ARRET
position. When you intend to start the
machine up again, make sure that the
room temperature is above 0 °C.

Make sure that the temperature is higher
than 0 °C before you use the appliance
again.

13.2 Possible failures

In case of different problem with the washing
machine check the table below for possible
solutions.

Problem

Possible cause/Solution

The programme does not
start.

Make sure that the mains plug is connected to the mains socket.

Make sure that the appliance door is closed.

Make sure that there is no damaged fuse in the fuse box.

Make sure that the Départ/Pause has been touched.

Check the position of the knob on the selected programme.

If the delay start is set (if available), cancel the setting or wait for the end of
countdown.

The appliance fills with wa-
ter then drains immediate-
ly.

Make sure that the drain hose is in the correct position. The hose may be
positioned too low. Refer to "Installation" chapter.

The spin phase does not
operate or the washing cy-
cle lasts longer than usual.

Set the spin programme.
Adjust manually the items in the tub and start the spin phase again. This prob-
lem may be caused by balance problems.

You cannot open the appli-
ance door.

Make sure that a washing programme that ends with water in tub, has not
been selected.

Set the drain or the spin programme if there is water in the drum.

Make sure that the washing programme is finished.

Wait until the indicator light for door locked has gone out.

Make sure that the appliance receives electrical power.

This problem may be caused by a failure of the appliance. Contact the Author-
ised Service Centre.

The appliance makes an
unusual noise and vi-
brates.

Make sure that the packaging and/or the transit bolts are removed. Refer to
"Installation" chapter.

Make sure the levelling of the appliance is correct. Refer to "Installation" chap-
ter.

Make sure that laundry is evenly distributed.

Add more laundry in the drum. The load may be too small.

* Make sure that the couplings of the water hoses are tight and there is not wa-
ter leakages.

* Make sure that the water inlet hose and the drain hose have no damages.

» Make sure you use the correct detergent and the correct quantity of it.

* Increase the detergent quantity or use a different detergent.

* Use special products to remove the stubborn stains before you wash the laun-
dry.

» Make sure that you set the correct temperature.

* Decrease the laundry load.

Too much foam in the
drum during the washing
cycle.

* Reduce the quantity of detergent.

Detergent residue in deter-
gent drawer after washing
cycle.

* Make sure you have used the detergent dispenser according to the indications
given in this user manual.

No water is visible in the
drum.

* Appliances based on modern technology operate very economically using
very little water without affecting performance.
